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MINUTES, 17 March 2013 MEETING

It was agreed that 
President Tom Cook would again consult attorney Ron Shortes regarding Lot 64 lien 
issues.  We approved payment of the $65 web site hosting bill. 

 Vice-president Fred Shepherd reviewed current road maintenance and improvement  
plans.  Roads will be graded soon. 

 As “Old Business”, we discussed  John Kell's update of the Association’s “Voting 
Procedures” document, and approved it with several modifications.  We decided to hold 
the 2013 annual meeting at the Datil Well Campground Pavilion, if available. 

 As “New Business” we approved the 2013 budget as submitted by Tom Cook, with a few 
changes regarding roads maintenance and improvements line items.  We also decided 
against publishing a Spring edition of the Highlander newsletter.  We authorized 
volunteer Jerry Kennel to paint the two existing subdivision signs and to procure the 
appropriate paint, with thanks.
